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Using the clip pipe

1. Roll up the end of your hair inward or outward without breaking the ends.

2. Carefully pull down the clip pipe without slipping out the hair between the

pipe and holder plate.
@ Rolling in

Hold the hair with the pipe on the inside and holder plate on the outside.
@ Rolling out

Hold the hair with the pipe on the outside and the holder on the inside.
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Using the front comb

@ To make long hair straight and beautiful.
@ To put the part where you want it.
Using the hot air, pass the comb through your hair for beautiful straight lines.

To part your hair, separate to the left and right where you want the part. Apply

hot air to the ends of the part for a short time, and it will stay in place all day.

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For natural flowing waves: Give the hair a natural wave by brushing bunches
of hair from the roots outward, in a large circle toward the ends.

To add volume to the back of the head: Hold each bunch of hair up with one
hand and the wide brush with the other hand, and brush from the roots toward
the ends.

. For short hair: Roll a bunch of hair around the brush then pull outward for a

soft voluminous effect.

. The jumbo roller brush is practical and can be used for both waves and curls(this

brush is not suitable for tight curls, the point roller brush is recommended).
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Using the point roller brush and the half roller brush

@ Use to get natural curls and waves.

@ Until you get used to using the point roller brush and the half roller brush,
practice on your front hair, and then do the rest of your hair.

@ When rolling your hair, roll only a small bunch at a time, and roll them less
than two times, in the direction of the flow of your hair.

1. To get natural curls and waves at the ends of your hair: Use the half roller
brush, and roll the ends of your hair inward or outward depending on the
direction you want the curl or wave.

2. For tight curls: Use the point roller brush. Take a small bunch of hair, and roll
it tightly inward or outward.
