IMPORTANT SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical appliances, especially when children are present, basic safety
precautions should always be followed, including the following:
KEEP AWAY FROM WATER

DANGER

As with most electrical appliances, electrical parts are electrically live even when
the switch is off.

To reduce the risk of death by electric shock:

Always “unplug” it immediately after using.

Do not use while bathing.

Do not place or store this appliance where it can fall or be pulled into a tub or sink.
Do not place in or drop into water or other liquid.

If an appliance falls into water, “unplug it” immediately. Do not reach into the water.

WARNING
To reduce the risk of burns, electrocution, fire, or injury to persons:

1. An appliance should never be left unattended when plugged in.

2. Close supervision is necessary when this appliance is used by, on, or near children or
individuals with certain disabilities.

3. Use this appliance only for its intended use as described in this manual. Do not use
attachments not recommended by the manufacturer.

4. Never operate this appliance if it has a damaged cord or plug, if it is not working
properly, or if it has been damaged or dropped into water. Return the appliance to a
service center for examination and repair.

5. Keep the cord away from heated surfaces. Do not wrap the cord around the appliance.

6. Never block the air openings of the appliance or place it on a soft surface, such as a
bed or couch, where the air openings may be blocked. Keep the air openings free of
lint, hair, and the like.

7. Never use while sleeping.

8. Never drop or insert any object into any opening.

9. Do not use outdoors or operate where aerosol(spray)products are being used or where
oxygen is being administered.

10. Do not use an extension cord with this appliance.

11. Do not direct hot air toward eyes or other heat sensitive areas.

12. Attachments may be hot during use. Allow them to cool before handling.

13. Do not place appliance on any surface while it is operating.

14. While using the appliance, keep your hair away from the air inlets.

15. Do not use with voltage converter.

16. Do not use in countries with 220/240 volt electrical systems - use only with 120 volt
electrical systems.
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SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

® Make sure to turn the switch OFF and unplug the dryer after use.
® Pull on the power plug instead of the power cord when unplugging the dryer.
® Make sure to use the dryer with an alternating current of 120V.

® Plug the dryer directly into an AC outlet with a rated current of 15 A or higher without
any power strip or any other devices.

® Do not use the dryer if the inside of the main unit turns red, if it generates smoke, or if
you hear the sound of foreign matter moving inside it.

® Do not damage the power cord. Regarding the power cord, do not forcibly bend, twist,
pull, load any heavy weight onto, bring near to any hot object, pinch, modify, or bundle
it when using the dryer. Do not wrap the cord around the main unit.

® [ong-term use or misuse may cause the power cord to become damaged. Do not use it if:

® The dryer sometimes does not blow air;

e The power cord remains twisted;

® The base of the power cord or plug is deformed or damaged;
e The power plug is loose in the AC outlet.

® |f the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacture,its service
agent, or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

® Do not leave the dryer with the power switch turned ON. Do not put the dryer on
anything flammable or sensitive to heat, such as a mattress, paper, or plastic bags.

® Do not use it on babies. Do not have a child close by when using it. This dryer should
be stored out of reach of children.

® This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless
they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety.

® Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

® Do not use the dryer near any flammable material, such as gasoline, benzine, thinner,
gas, or hair cosmetics agents. Do not use the dryer with hairspray.

® Keep the air inlet and outlet clear while it is in use.
® Do not insert any foreign matter, such as a hairpin, into the inlet or outlet.
® Do not look into the air outlet while it is in use.

® Use the dryer while keeping a distance of 4 inches (10cm) or more between the inlet
and hair to avoid hair from being taken in.

Do not use the dryer if the inlet is damaged.

® Do not use this appliance near bathtubs, showers, basins or other vessels containing
water. When the appliance is used in a bathroom, unplug it after use since the
proximity of water presents a hazard even when the appliance is switched off.

® Do not use the dryer with wet hands.

® Do not immerse the dryer in water. Do not splash water on the dryer. Store the dryer in
a dry place.

® Do not modify the dryer. No on other than repair engineers should disassemble or
repair the dryer.

® Clean the air inlet regularly (at least once a month).

® Keep a distance of 1 inch (3cm) or more between the air outlet and hair. Do not
excessively blow hot air in one place.

® Do not touch any attachment or the air outlet during or immediately after use, as the
attachments and the air outlet will be hot. Also, do not let the attachments or air outlet
touch your skin.

® Do not use the dryer for any purposes other than hair drying and styling, and do not
use it on pets and wigs, etc.

® Do not let the dryer fall or sustain impact. Do not use if the dryer is broken.

® Do not touch the appliance with any hair-coloring agents. Never apply alcohol, benzine,
or enamel remover.

® The dryer is not intended for business use. Keep it away from unspecified usage by a
large number of people.

When folding or unfolding the grip, do not
place your fingers on the shaded parts.
Otherwise, your fingers could get caught.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other). As a safety
feature, this plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plug cannot be inserted
fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Do
not attempt to defeat this safety feature.

This appliance is also provided with an ALCI protective device that ~ ©—)— RESET
may make the appliance inoperable under some abnormal

conditions (such as immersion of the appliance). If the appliance O—— TEST

becomes inoperable, return the appliance to a service center for
examination and repair. Every time using the appliance, check the
safety plug to verify it is in proper working order. Plug the appliance
in an electrical outlet and press the test button. The hair dryer
should stop immediately.

To resume operation, press the reset button.

This hair dryer is equipped with an automatic overheating protective device. If the hair
dryer overheats, it will switch to cool air mode. Switch off the hair dryer and unplug it from
the household outlet. Allow it to cool down for a few minutes before using it again. Check
that no fluff, hair etc. is in the air inlets and outlets before switching it on again.

The thermostat will automatically reset.

R Platinum collagen box cover

Make sure the switch is set to "OFF" before inserting the power plug into the outlet.

Select nano ion ON/OFF with the nanoion switch. Select the temperature with the
temperature switch, and set the main switch to "LOW" or "HIGH" before using the
appliance.

* How to use the face skin mode (Nano ion "ON" - "COOL" - Air blow "LOW")

The appliance provides platinum collagen and nano ion to your skin as well, and helps
it to retain moisture.

Keep the air outlet about 20 cm away from the face. Close eyes, and blow cool air on
the face for about one minute while moving the dryer from side to side so that the air
can be blown over the entire face.

The effect of nano ion and platinum collagen tends to be ineffective for those who have:
Wavy hair, curly hair, fine soft hair, short hair, hair that was just straightened, or naturally
moist hair

Maintenance

[ Set the main switch to "OFF", and start after unplugging the power plug.

Main unit

Wipe away stains gently with a dry and soft cloth.
If stains persist, wipe with a soft cloth immersed in soapy water or neutral detergent
diluted with water, only after wringing well.

Air intake

Vacuum out dust and hair, or wipe the dryer clean with a cloth immersed in water and
wrung out.

* Do not push on the intake area in a way that's overly forceful.

How to replace the platinum collagen box
Contact the shop where you purchased the appliance for the replacement parts.

0 Open the platinum collagen box cover, and take out the platinum collagen box.

@ Put in the new platinum collagen box. Return the platinum collagen box cover, and
close while pressing down from above.

USER-MAINTENANCE
INSTRUCTIONS

This hair dryer is virtually maintenance free. No lubrication is needed. For proper operating
performance, the hair dryer must be kept clean.

WARNING
To prevent the risk of electric shock, personal injury or fire, observe the
following:

1. Do not perform any servicing. This hair dryer has no user-serviceable parts.

2. Never allow the power supply cord to be pulled, twisted, or severely bent.

3. Never wrap the cord tightly around the hair dryer. Damage will occur at the high flex
point of entry into the hair dryer, causing it to rupture and short. Inspect the cord
frequently for damage. Stop use immediately if damage is visible or unit stops or
operates intermittently.

¥ This hair dryer should be stored out of reach of children.
